The article presents the results of a research on the gender features of personal sociability among
students and, in particular, the distinctions between the components of sociability. Under the multi-
variate functional approach, developed by A. I. Krupnov, sociability is seen as a system of stable mo-
tivational and notional, regulatory and dynamic characteristics that provide readiness and striving
of a subject for interpersonal communication. Thus, we used the «blank test» proposed by A. I. Krup-
nov. This test is based on the systematic and functional model of personality’s traits and allows us to
identify the motivational, dynamic, productive, emotional, regulatory, and cognitive characteristics
of sociability.

The test was conducted in the form of a questionnaire. The respondents were students with majors
in economics at Moscow tertiary institutions (Russia). The study showed that the prevalence of posi-
tive emotional states (such as enthusiasm, joy, satisfaction in the communication process) was typical
of young population. The youth demonstrates a pronounced meaningfulness, interacting with the sur-
rounding environment, and realizes the vital necessity of the establishment of positive relationships
with people. Young people try to actively express themselves in the process of communication, seek-
ing a higher level of well-being and self-esteem, acquiring self-confidence and self-respect in the course
of interaction.

The variance analysis of the data revealed significant differences in key figures between male and
female respondents in terms of sociability. The greatest distinctions were found in the index of the
resistance and performance efficiency (sthenosness) of the emotional component of sociability. This
component is mostly found in the studied group of women. The female students experience positive
emotions in the course of interpersonal communication more often. The female respondents are more
prone to the externality of sociability. Young women come to the conclusion that in most cases mak-
ing new acquaintances in the course of communication depends more often on external circumstances,
in particular, on luck, etc.

Men are significantly more prone to non-vitality, i.e. to a weak personal willingness to communi-
cate. They may be quite satisfied with their habitual, rather narrow circle of acquaintances.
